 A proposal has been made to the City Council to establish a combined and expanded “FESTIVAL of PATRIOTS — 4th of JULY CELEBRATION” to honor our VETERANS AND THOSE THAT SUPPORT THEM.  Many individuals and organizations have been spoken with regarding this proposal and establishment of the festival and the LEAGUE of PATRIOTS (a not for profit/non-partisan organization) who supporters would be citizens, business and organization within Yorba Linda). The league’s mission would be fund raising for and operation of this festival, Memorial Day and other Veteran appreciation events. There are many who are enthusiastic about moving forward and bringing this project to fruition for a variety of reasons, therefore, it appears to have broad community support. Many (both citizens/businesses) have indicated a desire to help fund the cost of the proposal in anticipation of a positive response from the City Council. Therefore, we the undersigned residents of Yorba Linda urge the Council to support this proposal and take appropriate actions to implement it as soon as possible. If the Council does not grant the wishes of those citizens who have signed this petition and is supported many others one possible course of action would be to put the issue on the ballot.
